Maximizing Your Transfer €redit

As a first semester transfer
student remember to check
your Mason transfer credit

evaluation to confirm how your
courses have been approved to
meet degree requirements or
counted as general electives.
Have all of your credits from
previous institutions transferred
as you expected? Are there
courses you thought might meet
major requirements designated as
general elective? This is the
time you should address your
questions and deal with these
issues!

Make sure you verify that all final
transcripts have been received by

the Office of Admissions and any
degree postings, such as an AS,
AA, or AA&S from any Virginia
Community College, have been
recorded. If you have questions
about your transfer credits, now
is the time to visit your academic
advisor. When Spring 2010 pre-
registration  arrives, you’ll want
to know exactly what courses
to register for in order to complete
your degree. Information and
forms on how to take care of
your transfer credit inquiries or
reevaluations can be found at:

Remember to include as much
information as possible when
submitting any course
descriptions or syllabi for
reevaluation to the department in
which you want to receive credit.

Now Open Recreation Athletic Complex

Everywhere you look there is construction on campus. There are many construction projects planned as well
as many renovations and grand openings scheduled.

On September 2nd, the University’s Fairfax Campus opened the new Recreation Athletic Complex, called the

RAC.

This 120,000 square foot complex has three gymnasiums, two racquetball courts, two squash courts and a two
story fitness gallery which includes cardiovascular and weight training machines. The fitness area offers
multipurpose rooms for activities like martial arts, aerobics, yoga and pilates.

The RAC will be home to Intramural Sports, Club Sports and three Intercollegiate Sports teams; tennis,
volleyball, and wrestling. It will also have classrooms, offices and a refreshment center.
